“In the beginning”
Torah Gen 1:1-6:8
Haftarah Isaiah 42:5-43:10
Gospels Matt 1-2
Today we are actually one week behind, but we will eventually catch up on the yearly Torah reading cycle. In Greek and Western thinking, history is linear, leading from one place to another. However, in Hebrew thought, history is circular, in that it spirals. In other words, as we progress in our knowledge and understanding, we eventually go back to the beginning and go deeper into God’s truths. As an example, every Jewish liturgical year, the Jewish people start with Genesis 1 and go through the entire Torah, the first five books of the bible. Last week was actually the start of the new Jewish year, so we are one week behind. We will make it up at some point over the next few weeks to months. In Genesis chapter one, we have the beginning of creation. In the last section of Deuteronomy, the last of the five books of Moses, the Torah, we end with the death of Moses and his burial by God Himself. Then, we start over again with Genesis chapter 1. So out of death comes a new beginning and a new chapter in our lives. See how that works? 
Remember the story in Luke 24 about the disciples on their way to Emmaus, and how they were met by the risen Yeshua. Then, starting with Moshe and all the prophets, he explained to them the things that can be found throughout the Tanakh concerning himself. (Luke 24:27) We are about to enter on this road with these disciples and see how Yeshua is spoken about throughout the Tanakh, the Old Testament. So today, we will begin our journey for the year “In the beginning.”

The Branch
In the beginning God (Elohim) created the heavens and the earth. The earth was formless and void, and darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God (Elohim) was moving over the surface of the waters. (Gen 1:1-2)
Here we see that Elohim, the God of Creation and Justice, created the heavens and the earth—in other words, God created the entire universe. And we see that the Spirit of God hovered over the waters of the earth. 
The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me, Because the Lord has anointed me To bring good news to the afflicted; He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to captives And freedom to prisoners; To proclaim the favorable year of the Lord And the day of vengeance of our God (Isaiah 61:1-2).
Does anyone recognize this passage in the life of Yeshua? Yup, we find this in Luke chapter 4, verses 16-21: Now when he went to Natzeret, where he had been brought up, on Shabbat he went to the synagogue as usual. He stood up to read, and he was given the scroll of the prophet Yesha‛yahu. Unrolling the scroll, he found the place where it was written, “The Spirit of Adonai is upon me; therefore he has anointed me to announce Good News to the poor; he has sent me to proclaim freedom for the imprisoned and renewed sight for the blind, to release those who have been crushed, to proclaim a year of the favor of Adonai.” After closing the scroll and returning it to the shammash, he sat down; and the eyes of everyone in the synagogue were fixed on him. He started to speak to them: “Today, as you heard it read, this passage of the Tanakh was fulfilled!” By doing this, Yeshua declared Himself to be the Messiah.
Jesus here is telling the people that the Spirit of God was upon Him. And just exactly what Spirit is He talking about? In Isaiah 11:1-2 we read: Then a shoot will spring from the stem of Jesse, And a branch (netzer) from his roots will bear fruit. The Spirit of the Lord will rest on Him, The spirit of wisdom and understanding, The spirit of counsel and strength, The spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord. Most Jewish people understood this passage in Isaiah 11 to be referring to the Spirit of God that would rest on the Messiah. And notice that the Hebrew word in this passage for Branch is netzer. In Matthew 2:23 we read, that he will be called a Natzrati, the Branch.
Also, from the Isaiah 11 passage we notice that Isaiah is telling us that the Messiah will come from the stem of Jesse, that is, from the line of King David. Also, we are told that the Spirit of the Lord rest on Him. 
And in the Jewish writings, Midrash Rabbah, the Spirit of the Lord that Isaiah says will rest on the Messiah is the same as the Spirit of God (Elohim) in Genesis 1:2 that hovered over creation! Hence, the Spirit of the Lord that would rest on the Messiah is the same as the Spirit of God that was present at the creation of the world!
The psalmist, speaking of YHVH in Ps 77:19 says, Your way was in the sea And Your paths in the mighty waters, And Your footprints may not be known. So YHVH here is depicted as walking on the sea. Remember that in the ancient Hebrew mindset the waters (seas) depicted chaos. Yet, the psalmist here says that YHVH walked on the seas. Who else walked on water? Yup, Yeshua! In Matthew 14:25, speaking about Jesus, we read, Around four o’clock in the morning, he came toward them, walking on the lake! So we see here that the Messiah came to His talmidim (disciples) who were in the boat on the lake, walking on the waters! 

The Memra
Then God said (Gen 1:3a).
In the Torah we are told that God created through the agency of speech: He spoke the universe into existence. In the ancient Aramaic paraphrases of the Scriptures, the Targums, the authors of the Targums personified God’s spoken word as a temporary manifestation of God Himself. Since God is completely Other, completely Holy, they understood God’s infiniteness to be manifested in some finite form, which they called “the Word,” the Memra.
The Targum of Genesis 1:1-3 says: From the beginning, with wisdom the Word (Memra) of the LORD created and perfected the heavens and the earth…and the Word said, “Let there be light;” and there was light by his Word. 
The Targum depicts the Word, the Memra, as the active agent used by God in the creation of the universe! Now we can go to John 1:1-3, which says: In the beginning was the Word [Memra, Logos], and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning. All things came to be through him, and without him nothing made had being. Wow! Now that is powerful! But wait, there is more. In verse 14 of John chapter 1 we read, The Word became a human being and lived with us [tabernacled], and we saw his Sh’khinah, the Sh’khinah of the Father’s only Son, full of grace and truth. 

The Light of the Messiah
Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light. (Gen 1:3)
Now, we need to remember that the sun was not created until the fourth day, so what light illumined the universe here at the beginning of day 1 of creation? This must have been a divine light that shown forth, not from the sun, moon, or stars! 
Here in verse 3, the Hebrew word for light is #216 owr, illumination. Now, Gen 1:16 says, And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night. #3974, ma'owr, a luminous body. So the light in verse 3 is spiritual illumination, while that in verse 16 is physical light. Also, in verse 2 when it says that there was darkness, the Hebrew word is choshek, which carries evil spiritual tones of spiritual blindness. However, when we read of night versus day, the word used for night is laylil, which just means physical darkness, the opposite of daylight.
Now the question which begs to be asked and answered is, Who is that divine Light of verse 3? The Apostle John tells us in Revelation 21:23-24, in speaking about the New Jerusalem, that: The city has no need for the sun or the moon to shine on it, because God’s Sh’khinah gives it light, and its lamp is the Lamb. The nations will walk by its light, and the kings of the earth will bring their splendor into it. 
So Who is the Light? We read in John 1:9-14, speaking about Yeshua: For He was the light of truth, that which lights every man who comes into the world. He was in the world, and the world was by His hand: and the world did not know Him. He came to His, and His did not receive Him. But those who did receive Him, those who believed in His Name, He gave power that they should be sons of Eloah: Those who, neither by blood, nor by the will of flesh, nor by the will of man, were begotten, but by Eloah. And the Word became flesh and dwelt with us, and we saw His glory: as the glory of the only begotten who is from the father, who is full of grace and truth.
In John 8:12 Yeshua tells us: I am the light of the world: he that follows me shall not walk in the darkness, but shall have the light of life. So the Messiah, the Lamb, is the Light! He is the Light of the creation of the universe.
John also tells us that Yeshua the Messiah is the Light that was visible at the creation of the universe. In John 1:3-5, speaking of Yeshua, the Memra, the Logos, we read: All things came to be through him, and without him nothing made had being. In him was life, and the life was the light of mankind. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not suppressed it. 
	This is the same Light spoken about by Isaiah the prophet when he wrote in Isaiah 60:1, Arise, shine; for your light has come, And the glory of the Lord has risen upon you. We receive a blessing when we walk in the ordinances of His Word. Also, in 2 Peter 1:19 we read, We also have the prophetic Word made more sure, which you do well to heed as a light that shines in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your
hearts. The morning star is Yeshua.
Rabbi Eleazar, from the first century AD, taught that since God knew that mankind would sin and do evil, He concealed the divine light from the world. In Job 38:15 we read that From the wicked their light is withheld. This divine light, as Eleazar taught, was concealed by God, only to be given to the righteous in the age to come. In fact Daniel tells us, speaking about God, in Daniel 2:22, that “It is He [God] who reveals the profound and hidden things; He knows what is in the darkness, And the light dwells with Him. The word of YHVH is a light for my path (Psalm 119:105).
	Also, you don’t want to miss this: just as the divine Light of creation was revealed, concealed, and revealed again, so Yeshua the Light has been revealed, is now presently concealed, but will be revealed again! Yeshua is that divine Light of creation reserved for the righteous in the age to come, the secret [mystery] hidden for generations, for ages, but now made clear to the people he has set apart for himself (Col 1:26).
It is also interesting to note that on the fourth day of creation the sun, moon and the lesser lights were created. It was also in approximately the year four thousand, after the creation of the earth, that Messiah Yeshua, the Sun of Righteousness (Mal 4:2) left his position of glory and of full and undiminished light and power in heaven and came to this earth, diminished Himself (Phil 2:5– 8) to be born into frail human form to become the Torah-Word of Elohim in the flesh after which He would return to His full and undiminished form to the Father of lights in heaven (Jas 1:17).


The First Adam versus The Last Adam
God created man [Adam] in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them. (Gen 1:27)
	The Jewish sages said that just as God created Adam in His image, so He will create the Messiah in His image. Paul writes of Yeshua, He is the visible image of the invisible God. He is supreme over all creation (Col 1:15). 
	In Romans chapter 5 Paul speaks of Yeshua the Messiah as a Second Adam, stating that Adam prefigured the one who was to come. In 1 Corinthians 15:45, Paul calls Yeshua the last Adam, saying, Adam, the first man, became a living human being; but the last “Adam” has become a life-giving Spirit. And just as Adam had no earthly father, only God as his Father; so also the Messiah did not have an earthly father, but was the Son of God. In fact, Luke in chapter 3 verse 38 calls Adam “the son of God.” 
	So in the Last Adam, Yeshua, it is as if we get a new start, a new beginning. By accepting Yeshua as our Messiah, it is as if we could re-enter the Garden of Eden in perfect innocence and righteousness. 
	Paul shows us how sin and death came through the disobedience of the fist Adam. Paul actually tells us how it works in Romans 5:12-14: Here is how it works: it was through one individual that sin entered the world, and through sin, death; and in this way death passed through to the whole human race, inasmuch as everyone sinned. Sin was indeed present in the world before Torah was given, but sin is not counted as such when there is no Torah. Nevertheless death ruled from Adam until Moshe, even over those whose sinning was not exactly like Adam’s violation of a direct command. In this, Adam prefigured the one who was to come. Now many people throughout time have complained that it appears unfair that one man’s sin caused all to be damned. 
However, we need to be careful here. Just as we all died in Adam through his sin, so all believers died to sin and death through Yeshua. As Paul goes on to say in Romans chapter 5, verses 17-19: For if, because of the offense of one man, death ruled through that one man; how much more will those receiving the overflowing grace, that is, the gift of being considered righteous, rule in life through the one man Yeshua the Messiah! In other words, just as it was through one offense that all people came under condemnation, so also it is through one righteous act that all people come to be considered righteous. For just as through the disobedience of the one man, many were made sinners, so also through the obedience of the other man, many will be made righteous. 
Remember that Adam in Hebrew means “man.” Therefore, “the son of Adam” is equivalent to “the Son of Man.” And who is the Son of Man? Yeshua! And Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 15:22, For just as in connection with Adam all die, so in connection with the Messiah all will be made alive. And we are not just dealing here with spiritual death and spiritual life. All who die only “in Adam” will die both physically and spiritually, and be resurrected to eternal damnation in hell. However, all who accept Yeshua as their Lord and Savior, as their Messiah, will be resurrected to eternal life!

The Lord of the Shabbat
Thus the heavens and the earth were completed, and all their hosts. By the seventh day God completed His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day from all His work which He had done. (Gen 2:1-2)
	So we see here that God created the heavens and the earth and rested (had Shabbat) on the seventh day. Since the psalmist wrote that a thousand years in Your sight Are like yesterday, some of the Jewish sages taught that each day in the creation account is equivalent to a thousand years in history. If they are correct, then the universe as we know it only has 6,000 years before the return of the Messiah. The seventh millennia is to be the Messianic Kingdom. And for your information, we just entered the Jewish year 5771 from creation. Hmm. 
	Peter tells us in 2 Peter 3:8-10: But do not let this one fact escape your notice, beloved, that with the Lord one day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years like one day. The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing for any to perish but for all to come to repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up. Hence, the celebration of Shabbat is the celebration of the coming of the Messiah! Perhaps this is why Yeshua is called by Matthew as “the Lord of the Shabbat.” (Matt 12:8) This is why Jesus tells us to accept Him as Savior, and then “rest in Him.” 

The Son of Perez
This is the generation of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day that the Lord God made earth and heaven. (Gen 2:4)
	In Genesis Rabbah 12:6, it is pointed out that the Hebrew word for generations (toldot) in Gen 2:4 is spelled with two vavim. Now the Hebrew letter vav is the sixth letter in the Hebrew alphabet, which is made up of 22 letters. And on what day was mankind created? On the sixth day. Therefore, the vav became symbolic of man. Now, in Gen 2:4 the word for generations has two vavim (תוֹלְדוֹת). However, in all other instances until we get to the book of Ruth, the word is purposefully misspelled to have only one vav (תּוֹלְדֹת; see Gen 5:1). In this way, the sages understood that the Scriptures were teaching us that before the fall mankind was whole and complete, while after the fall of Adam (mankind), mankind was incomplete. 
	Now we need to go to Ruth. In Ruth 4:18-22 we read: Now these are the generations of Perez: to Perez was born Hezron, and to Hezron was born Ram, and to Ram, Amminadab, and to Amminadab was born Nahshon, and to Nahshon, Salmon, and to Salmon was born Boaz, and to Boaz, Obed, and to Obed was born Jesse, and to Jesse, David. In verse 18 of Ruth chapter 4, for the first time since before the fall of mankind, the word for generations is spelled correctly with both vavim. What could this possibly mean? Well, as we read in verse 18, we are being told the generations of Perez. And who is Perez? 
Perez, actually Peretz means “to break forth.” Remember he was one of the twins born to Tamar from her questionable union with her father-in-law, Judah (Genesis 38). He was actually to be the second-born, since the other, Zerach’s (scarlet), hand had come out first so his hand had a scarlet thread tied to it, yet Peretz broke forth and was born first. Well, Peretz ended up in the lineage of King David, and therefore of the Messiah! 
So all the way from immediately after the fall of Adam into sin, the word for generations was purposefully misspelled in the Hebrew until we come to the direct lineage of the Messiah—the missing Man sent to make humanity whole and complete again! Now isn’t this awesome!
I know that it is getting late, and I also know that there is no way we are going to be able to get through all of this material—but that is okay. That is why I am giving you the notes. You should go through the rest of this material at home sometime during this week. 
Anyways, let’s get back to Peretz for a moment. Let’s go to the much-misunderstood passage in Matthew 11:12, where Yeshua, speaking to His talmidim about the Kingdom of Heaven, tells them, From the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffers violence, and violent men take it by force. The word for “take it by force” is actually based on the Hebrew word Peretz, to break forth. So it actually should say that since John the Baptizer, forceful men break forth from the Kingdom. What? Well, we need to understand the background to caring for sheep and a passage from Micah the prophet.
First, the shepherd would take care of His sheep to make sure none were lost or killed. So at night, he would gather them into a make-shift pen to protect them. Now, we all know that sheep are pretty stupid, so they would be very restless and try to get out of the pen. By morning, all the shepherd had to do was to knock down the make-shift gate to the pen, and the sheep would Peretz, break forth, out of the pen.
Now, with that background let’s turn to Micah 2:12-13, where YHVH says: “I will surely assemble all of you, Jacob, I will surely gather the remnant of Israel. I will put them together like sheep in the fold; Like a flock in the midst of its pasture They will be noisy with men. “The breaker goes up before them; They break out [Peretz], pass through the gate and go out by it. So their king goes on before them, And the Lord at their head.” Here YHVH says that He will gather His flock, like sheep in a pen. And the Peretzer, the breaker will go before them and break down the gate. Once they are out, the King, the Messiah will go on before them.
So putting this together with Yeshua’s statement in Matthew 11:12, we now understand that Yeshua was saying that the breaker of the gate was John the Baptizer. Once the gate was down, the sheep would Peretz, break out, into the pasture, the Kingdom. And once in the Kingdom, who would be there with them? The Messiah! So this is most likely how Yeshua understood His role as the Son of Peretz.

Seed of the Woman
And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And between your seed and her seed; He shall bruise you on the head, And you shall bruise him on the heel. (Gen 3:15)
	After Havah, Eve, had been deceived by the serpent and Adam and transgressed God’s instruction not to eat of the fruit of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil, God promised Eve that He would raise up a Seed to her, a Son, who would finally defeat Satan. 
	Now the term “seed of the woman” can refer to two things. In the collective sense, all of mankind is the seed of Eve. However, on another level, the “seed of the woman” refers to the Messiah who would come to defeat the enemy, Satan, once and for all. This is similar to that all of humanity can be referred to as the “sons of Adam (man)”; while only the Messiah is called the “Son of Man.”
	According to the Targum on this passage, the sages understood that the sons of women, mankind, would be enabled to crush the head of the serpent only when they keep the Torah. Otherwise, the serpent would be able to bruise their heel. Now, since only the Messiah was able to perfectly keep Torah, only He would be able to crush the head of the serpent.

The Feast of Trumpets (Rosh Hashanah) and Yom Kippur
They heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of the garden. (Gen 3:8)
The Lord God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife, and clothed them. (Gen 3:21)
	According to Jewish tradition, the sixth day of creation when Adam was created was on the Feast of Trumpets. Some Rabbis taught that Adam, Eve, and all of the animals were created on this day. They also taught that it was on this day that Cain and Abel were born. Also, they believed that it was on this day that Adam sinned and was sent out of the Garden of Eden. That would make for one very extraordinary, not to mention exhausting day!
	There are a few of us, who believe that although Adam and Eve were created on the Feast of Trumpets, they sinned and were judged ten days later on Yom Kippur, the Day of Atonement. In Jewish tradition the Day of Atonement, Yom Kippur, is a day of penitence and confession of sin, and the day of God’s judgment. 
	In order to better understand this, one needs to know that the word atonement means “to cover” (kaphar). The basic idea is that since God is Holy, in order for sinful humanity to stand before Him and not be consumed, one must be covered, atoned for. 
	Remember that until they sinned, Adam and Eve walked in the Garden of Eden with God. They were innocent and pure at this time. However, once they sinned, what happened? They both realized that they were naked, and they became ashamed. They realized that through their sin they now needed to be covered in order to enjoy fellowship with God. So they took fig leaves and tried to cover themselves. 
	In another Jewish thought, the fig tree represents Torah (i.e., YHVH’s instructions or teachings in righteousness as given to Moses and the Children of Israel and as recorded in the first five books of the Bible). When Adam and Eve sewed fig leaves together to cover their naked bodies, what were they really doing? Adam and Eve were trying to conform YHVH’s Torah or Word to fit them, not the other way around. Is this acceptable to YHVH? Man cannot atone for his sin by cloaking himself in humanistic religiosity of his own making. There is only one way for man to atone for his sins.
	However, when they heard God walking in the Garden in the cool (ruach, Spirit) of the day, what did they do? They realized that they were not truly covered, truly atoned for, so they hid themselves from God. 
	And how did God respond? After confronting them of their sin and giving them a chance to confess, He judged them. However, before banning them from the Garden, He covered them. This is at the least a hint of atonement. God killed, sacrificed, animals in order to atone for their sin and cover them. This is the first record of death in the creation account. And this is a foreshadowing of the Messiah’s death, which would be the final sacrifice, the final atonement for believers.

Adam’s Repentance
So He drove the man out; and at the east of the garden of Eden He stationed the cherubim and the flaming sword which turned every direction to guard the way to the tree of life. (Gen 3:24)
	After they sinned, Adam and Eve found themselves cast out of the Garden, cast away from the Tree of Life, and away from the presence of God. The only thing they could enjoy that came from Eden was the water in the rivers that came from Eden. Now a river flowed out of Eden to water the garden; and from there it divided and became four rivers. (Gen 2:10)
	According to the Jewish Midrash on this passage, Adam and Eve repented and sat in one of the rivers which came out from Eden. This was noted to be the first instance of immersion in water as an outward sign of their repentance. This may be why all four gospels open with John baptizing in the Jordan as an outward sign of inner repentance.
	However, this immersion of water for Adam, and for us all, is only a symbolic action. In order for repentance to truly lead to a cure for sin, one must be immersed into Yeshua the Messiah, the Living Water. Then he showed me a river of the water of life, clear as crystal, coming from the throne of God and of the Lamb, in the middle of its street. On either side of the river was the tree of life, bearing twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit every month; and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. (Rev 22:1-2)

Cain and Abel
Abel, on his part also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of their fat portions. And the Lord had regard for Abel and for his offering; but for Cain and for his offering He had no regard. So Cain became very angry and his countenance fell. (Gen 4:4-5)
	Many believers have misunderstood this passage, teaching that God accepted Abel’s sacrifice and rejected Cain’s based on Abel’s being a blood-sacrifice. However, in Leviticus 2 we are told that grain offerings are accepted by God on His Altar. So why did God reject Cain’s offering? 
	We are given the answer in the Torah, in Genesis 4:7, which says: “If you do well, will not your countenance be lifted up? And if you do not do well, sin is crouching at the door; and its desire is for you, but you must master it.” Since Cain’s deeds were not right with God, his offerings were rejected. 
	This is the first time in the Torah that people offered sacrifices to God. It shows us that they already understood about proper sacrifices. Most likely, Adam and Eve learned about sacrifices directly from God when He killed animals in order to cover them before they were cast out of the Garden.
	So Adam and Eve learned that as sinners they could only approach God after first offering to Him a sacrifice. And this is still the way it is for sinful humanity. The only way into God’s presence is through a sacrifice. 
	Today, the Messiah is our only sacrifice. The only way for us to approach God is through our acceptance of Yeshua the Messiah as our personal sacrifice. 

Abel’s Blood
He said, “What have you done? The voice of your brother’s blood is crying to Me from the ground. (Gen 4:10)
	In Scripture, blood contains the essence of the soul. In Leviticus 17:11 we are told, ‘For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you on the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood by reason of the life that makes atonement.’ The sages taught In the Targums of this passage that Cain and Abel brought their sacrifices to God on Passover. Therefore, Cain and Abel brought their sacrifices to God on the same day that the Passover lambs would one day be slaughtered. Hence, on Passover, Cain sheds Abel’s blood by killing him. 
	Notice the foreshadowing of the Messiah’s final sacrifice for sin. Abel was killed on the same day which, in the future, Yeshua would die. And just as the final lamb was being killed by the High Priest on Passover and declared, “It is finished,” so did Yeshua cry out at His death at that same moment (John 19:30). 
	The author of Hebrews, speaking about Yeshua’s blood, tells us, to the mediator of a new covenant, Yeshua; and to the sprinkled blood that speaks better things than that of Hevel (Heb 12:24). Abel’s blood, spilled out on Passover, cried out for judgment. However, Yeshua’s blood, also spilled on Passover, cried out for their forgiveness: Yeshua said, “Father, forgive them; they don’t understand what they are doing.” (Luke 23:34) This is why the blood of Yeshua speaks better things than that of Hevel.

Seth and the Messiah
Adam knew his wife again, and she gave birth to a son and named him Seth, saying, “God has granted me another child in place of Abel, since Cain killed him.” (Gen 4:25)
	Eve apparently understood the revelation from God regarding her seed to be about the Messiah. That is why we read in Genesis 4:1, Adam knew his wife Eve, and she became pregnant and gave birth to Cain. She said, “With the help of the Lord I have brought forth a man.” She understood that God was involved in the birth process, and that it wasn’t just about her and Adam. However, she also said that God brought forth a man. She assumed that Cain was the Messiah, the Seed. That is also why she named her second son Abel, which means “not necessary.” She felt she didn’t need Abel since she already had Cain!
	After Cain had killed Abel, the unnecessary one, disqualifying himself as being the Messiah, Adam and Eve had another son, Seth. Seth means “appointed” by God. She hoped that Seth was the appointed one from God to put enmity (shiet) between her seed and the serpent (Gen 3:15). Also, Eve said that God had appointed her another seed (Gen 4:25). The sages realized that she said another seed, referring to another source.
	Now later sages understood that another source for another seed referred to the Messiah who would come through Ruth. After all, Ruth was a Moabites; hence, another source. However, as believers we have the answer to the meaning of “the seed from another source.” Yeshua the Messiah was born from the virgin Mary, through the Holy Spirit. Yeshua had a physical mother, but God was His Father, not a human male. Therefore, we know that Yeshua is the seed spoken about by the sages in reference to Eve calling her son Seth. Wow! Yeshua truly is found throughout the Scriptures!
	
The Ten Generations From Adam to Noah
There are ten generations from Adam to Noah. We understand that of all these generations remembered YHVH’s promise to Chavah/Eve of a Redeemer, because it is evident in the names and respective meanings each man chose for their sons.
· Adam: man
· Seth: appointed
· Enosh: mortal 
· Kenan: sorrow
· Mahalalel: blessed one
· Jared: will come down
· Enoch: teaching
· Methuselah: (that) his death will send
· Lamech: the hidden King (despairing)
· Noah: Rest (comfort)

Putting all the names together it says, "Man is appointed mortal in sorrow, but our blessed One will come down teaching that His death will send the hidden King rest (or despairing comfort)." The whole redemption message was given in the naming of their children in the first ten generations! They truly believed that the Redeemer (YHVH in the flesh) would come in Noah’s time!
YHVH was faithful to his Word when Adam ate from the forbidden tree. YHVH said that he would surely die. Adam died before his time at the age of 930 before “the day” was over, as a day is as a thousand years to YHVH (Psalm 90:4; 2 Peter 3:8). 
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
